Airline Ruled Liable for Distress on Turbulent Flight. 
When an American Airlines flight from Los Angeles to New York encountered severe turbulence in 1995, terrified passengers were thrown from their seats, and some were sure they were about to die. Those 28 seconds of terror were worth $2 million.

The jury in the lawsuit ruled that the airline was responsible for the psychological impact of the 5twenty eight seconds of terror. 

One of the lawyers for the passengers said the damages were the highest ever awarded by a jury for purely emotional rather than physical injuries in a lawsuit over airline turbulence. 

Evidence presented at trial showed that the aircraft was flying at about 37,000 feet about 25 miles west of Minneapolis when it encountered a severe thunderstorm. The seatbelt sign was off. 

10Passengers who were not wearing seatbelts were thrust from their seats, and the plane was forced to make an emergency landing in Chicago. The suit contended that American had ample warning of the storm but failed to turn on the seatbelt sign. 

Although the turbulence lasted no more than twenty eight seconds (the airline contended it was in fact much shorter than that) the passengers made it sound as if they felt it would never end. Garry 15Bonner of Hackensack, N.J., a singer who was a co-writer of "Happy Together" for the Turtles, testified that the plane rose and fell repeatedly, and then made a dive, as if it had lost power and was falling out of the sky. "Everybody started gasping for breath," he said. "I could hear everybody gasping."

Now $2 million richer, maybe they're all happy together once again.
